The Power of First and Last

The opening paragraph sets expectations. The closing paragraph leaves a lasting
impression. These positions matter most. Readers expect the first paragraph to
introduce your topic, and the final one to wrap everything up. Put them the wrong

way round, and readers feel disappointed or confused.

Making Your Writing Shine

When you plan your writing, spend time deciding paragraph order before you even
start writing. Ask yourself: "What does my reader need to know first? What comes
next? What's the strongest ending?" This simple habit transforms your writing from

scattered ideas into a powerful, persuasive message that readers actually enjoy.
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
